Your question was one we all had...where is the metronome? Casio has chosen to leave us to our own devices...they don't partcipate in the forum. So, we have figured (on our own) that they failed to make the metronome accessible. Our solution...was to make a metronome rhythm. You can load it into the Casio (using the Casio software), thru the midi cable connection to your computer, or the Smartmedia card. The Metronome rhythms are avalible at Stephen's (a fellow forum member) web site http://homepages.ihug.co.nz/~edmin/
It is used just like you use any rhythm...and with the selection of the piano as the instrument, would work the way you want. You could also just make a drum pattern of a metronome yourself...and save it to the drum with wave section.
