WK3500 Casio Keyboard Info

Split Keyboard

I can't figure out how to transpose one "half" of a split keyboard without transposing the other half. I split the keyboard to provide the left-hand chord part and the right-hand melody part. But the right-hand part is too "high." So, I want to transpose only the right-hand part. 
Turn off split, push mixer button, cursor down to octave shift, use the increment down button to lower the voice tone to where you want it, exit, push split button again, and there you are! It sounds harder then it really is.

I want to play back Drums & Bass while playing the wk3500 using the split keyboard function. Is it possible to record from a computer into song memory the Drums & Bass midi data? I would like to save my split keyboard settings. But on page E-59 of the manual (registration functions are disabled using song memory) yet on page E-64 (you can play along on the keyboard using split and layer during playback).
When you play a song from the Casio memory , you can’t use all of the functions you want. But if you are using the computer to play the song into the Casio (using the Casio as the sound device rather than the computer sound card).... you can do the keyboard splits and other features that you want. This is because you are using the Casio's external 16 channels when playing a song thru the computer midi, and you use the 16 internal channels when playing a song from Casio memory.

Is it possible to assign different volume settings and DSP effects individually for tones on either side of the split?
Yes... the mixer button lets you set the DSP / Volume levels for the individual channels (the split is ch1 and 3). ch 1, 2, 3, &4 are the user tone areas for split and layer....each adjustable. Just cursor right to select the channel, then cursor down to set the effect. There are also 'over all' settings in the 'effect' button... cursor down. These will effect any tone with the DSP enabled

split keyboard: 
First, hold down the SPLIT button. Then, press the key where you want the left hand to end and the right to begin. For example, say you are using piano on the right hand and strings on the left. Press and hold the SPLIT button. Then say you press middle C. The strings will end on that note. Piano will start on middle C.
