When I made up my mind to release another set of my compositions I decided to stick to my comfort zone, easy listening ballads and orchestrations.  However, this time, for the first time, I’ve included a composition from someone else, Midge Gibbs.  I met Midge at the 2007 UK Keyboard Convention and she kindly gave me the basic melody for “After Midnight.”  Whilst I’ve slightly added to it, arranged and played it, I find that after many times of playing it and listening to it, the melody still haunts me.
You’ll also note, if you listen to the mp3s, that another first is a vocal number.
